Agreement Protocol between CieloBuio and Light Designers

Endorsement to the Crediting List “Q”Light  (FORM CB01)

The present Agreement Protocol represents a private act between CieloBuio and the Light Designer who agrees and volounteer to undersign it.

Aim 

The Crediting List “Q”Light has the aim to promote a better education about an eco-sustainable lighting among all those people being concerned about outdoor lighting, with special reference to light designers and private and/or public agencies or authorities, i.e. municipalities. 

How to Join

All light designers or light professionals who attended to training courses promoted by CieloBuio may volounteer to join the Crediting List “Q”Light by undersigning this Agreement.

Any professional working in the outdoor lighting sector may apply to be included in the List, undersigning this Agreement, enclosing a curriculum vitae. In such case, the Technical-Scientific Committee of CieloBuio will evaluate the application and the specific technical curriculum. The partecipation to meetings, symposia or workshops organized or promoted by CieloBuio, together with the realization of lighting plants according to the requirements below mentioned, will constitute preferential characteristics in the evaluation process.

Explanations on How to Join

CieloBuio does not receive any money nor any other kind of compensation from anyone adhering to this Agreement.

The duration of the adhesion is annual with tacit renovation for every following year, except cancellation by one of the two parts within December 31st of every year.

It is care of the adherent to the protocol to maintain his/her own data always up-to-date sending them, in case of change, to info@cielobuio.org. If such change was not communicated, CieloBuio doesn't guarantee and doesn't even assure the adhesion to the Crediting List "Q "Light.

Promotion

CieloBuio will divulge and/or distribute the Crediting Lists “Q” Light by every means available (internet, meetings, training courses, workshops, mailing list, meetings with municipalities, etc..) and by agreements with private or public agencies or authorities, in any case within the aims of this project.

Benefits for the Subscribers

All the subscribers to CieloBuio’s Crediting List “Q”Light will benefit of:

1- Promotion of the List as above mentioned,

2- costant updating on light desegning news, by CieloBuio’s mailing list ,

3- possibility to cite the subscription to the Crediting List, together with its technical characteristics,

4- possibility to use the "Q"Light logo in the subscriber’s own designs and projects. 

Subscribers’ Duties

All the subscribers to CieloBuio’s Crediting List “Q”Light will have the following incumbencies:

1- to respect the present Agreement,

2- to promote the contents of said agreement in his/her own professional activity, 

3- to inform his/her clients about the contents of said agreement, to foster the knowledge of the eco-sustainable outdoor lighting benefits and savings.

Validity of the Protocol

This protocol is valid since it is undersigned. It is NOT valid for projects and designs realized before its signature.  

Control

The signature of this protocol implies it is fully respected by the undersigning professional or light designer. 

Thus CieloBuio, by means of its representatives and delegates or upon possible external indications, may proceed to check and verify specific outdoor lighting plants for possible abuses.

In such a case, the professional or light designer will be asked to provide CieloBuio with a copy of the technical documentation (light design, technical report, photometric data) issued in support of the verified lighting plant. If no documentation or no explanations are provided the professional or light designer may be expelled from the list of accreditation "Q "Light and inserted in analogous list of Banned Subscribers. 

Exclusion from the List

Expulsion from the Creditin List “Q” Ligth may occur, upon unquestionable opinion of CieloBuio’s Technocal-Scientific Committee, for one or more of the following reaseons:

· Controls revealing the missed respect of the regional laws or of the present Agreement, 

· Injurious behavior towards the Association CieloBuio, of his/her members or of his/her activities.

The expulsion can be temporary or indefinitely, and it can be made public on the website of CieloBuio, according to the gravity of the circumstances.

Protocol Technical Instructions

The undersigning, while punctually respect any regional laws currently in force on the territories of competence, must respect the following minimal requisites. In the case of fittings to be installed in regions endowed with specific laws, the more restrictive requiremente among the law and the present protocola has to be observed. In those regions without a specific law, the parameters of the present protocol have to be observed.

In any case, and independently from the technical requisites of the laws or the protocol, the subscribers of this protocol are committed to put his/her own professionalism and technical competence more on the "quality of the light than on the quantity of light, both in terms of power and of number of installed light fixtures", ensuring a careful planning and the continuous search of:

· Lighting plant optimization, according to the application and the context, in terms of interdistances, utilization factors, installed power, lamps efficiency, maintenance and servicing, energy savings, planning and checking what realized, so that to safeguard the rational and sustainable development of the territory in favour of the citizen,

· Achievement of the best technical result with the smallest impact on the environment and the smallest energy consumption, adopting solutions that, minimizing the phenomena of dazzle and light pollution, complies better, also to fundamental demands of liveability, nighttime use and safety,

· Alternative solutions to the traditional illumination if the latter results ineffective and inefficient (for example in terms of safety).

1-Minimal Project Criteria for new outdoor lighting fixtures

The new outdoor public and private lighting plants must have the conformity statement and at the same time must respect the following basic requisites:

a) To have the lighting plan, which shows throughout a detailed report, the respect of the following point accompanied with the following mandatory documentation:

1. Photometric measurements of the device used for the working plan, both in tabular paper form and in standard file form such as the “Eulumdat” form or something equal, equipped with the quality certification issued by legally recognized certifying institutions. Moreover in the documentation must be pointed the measurement position of the fixture, the measurement laboratory identification, the name of the technical manager of the laboratory, and a certification of his to state the truthfulness of the measurements made.

2. The installing procedures and correct use of the device accordingly to the law.

3. The technical report that shows the regional law has been applied.

b) To be made up of fixtures, in their installation position, that must have a distribution of the maximum light intensity for gamma angles equal or higher than 90°, included between 0,00 and 0,49 candles per 1000 lumen of total light flux;

c) To be equipped with high technology lamps and high efficiency, such as sodium with high or low pressure, instead of those with a lower light efficiency. It is admitted to use lamps with a chromatic output Ra>65, with efficiency higher than 90 lm/w, just for the enlightening of monuments, buildings, public areas and high historical, cultural and social value for pedestrian use only. The new led lighting devices may be used even within the road circle, anyway respecting the rules of the present article, paragraph 1 letter a, b, d, as well as when the efficiency is higher than 90lm/W.

d) To obtain an average luminance and illuminance of the areas not higher of the minimum values pointed in the European technical rules by respecting the following:

i. To classify the roads in accordance with the Decree issued by the Ministry of Transport and   Infrastructures on 5th November 2001 “Functional and geometric rules to road construction”. 

Particularly the residential roads must be classified as F type, as local areas, excluding those urban district areas, E types, which are next to the local areas.

ii. Use, having equal lighting, of devices with reduced power, the right distance between the lighting points and cheap maintenance costs. Particularly, the new plants to road lighting must ensure the right distance and height of the lighting sources not lower than 3,7. Further solutions are accepted only in case there are any obstacles, such as trees or in case the new solution is better related to the efficiency of the plant. Solutions, that provide devices on the both sides of the street (bilateral front and quincunx) are accepted whether necessary only, for roads classified with luminance not lower that 1.5 cd/square meters and wideness of the carriageway larger or equal to 10 m.

iii. Preference of plants with high utilization factor, without exceeding the minimum values pointed in the European lighting rules, which are in force at the date of passage of the present law – and ensuring the respect of the values of uniformity and lighting pointed in these rules.

iv. Keeping in all the other cases an average luminance not higher than 1cd/square m.

e) To be equipped with special devices able to save energy and maintenance costs and to reduce and control the flux more than 30% within h. 24.00.

2- Minimal Project Criteria for the remaking of old fittings of illumination by substitution of the lighting device 

The adjustment / modernization of the lighting plants, must be achieved by design solutions that, in the respect of the technical and safety rules in force, will employ fittings with the highest reduction of the installed powers and the highest utilization factor.

3- Modalità progettuali

a- Technical documentation: The lighting plan will be accompanied with the following mandatory documentation: Photometric measurements of the device used for the working plan, both in tabular paper form and in standard file form such as the “Eulumdat” form or something equal, equipped with the quality certification issued by legally recognized certifying institutions. Moreover in the documentation must be pointed the measurement position of the fixture, the measurement laboratory identification, the name of the technical manager of the laboratory, and a certification of his to state the truthfulness of the measurements made.
b- Execution: The light designer must follow the plan during the execution to control all the critical phases of the installation:

· Right fixtures tilt (horizontal);

· Right lamp position on the optics (in conformità to the plan),

c- Installers: When works are finished, the installing company will issue a conformity statement related to the plant built following the rules of the lighting plan and the basic technical requisites as pointed in this protocol.
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
